“new” homes/structures and additional structures within Black River Estates as 
established by the guidelines set fore in the Black River Estates’ “Deed Restrictions and 
Covenants.”   This includes structures to existing Black River Estates properties/homes, 
 i. e. fences, swimming pools, sheds, walls, porches, signs, driveways, walks, storage 
facilities, additions to existing homes or buildings, etc.  If you are considering the 
construction of any type structure, property owners are asked to submit two (2) sets of 
plans for the review process.  Note, with the exception of new homes or major additions, 
formal architectural plans are not required.  Plans may be delivered or mailed to  
John Guess, 364 Black River Dr., Madisonville, LA, 70447.
