This is the committee’s third posting to the Web Page, we hope you find the information
useful & informative. “NEW” The Black River Estates Property Owners Association’s
Board of Directors has recently approved an “interpretation” of the Deed Restrictions and
Covenants that allows property owners to install a ““‘well” on their property, provided said
well is used only for irrigation & non-personal use. Water for personal use, drinking,
cooking, bathing, etc. must be provided by the local water and sewer provider. At
present, that is Southeastern La. Water & Sewer Co. L.L.C. Any property owner wishing
to install a well, must submit a written request including a plot plan to the BRACC for
review before any work may proceed.

The role of the BRACC is to review, approve, and/or reject plans for the construction of
“new” homes/structures and additional structures within Black River Estates as
established by the guidelines set fore in the Black River Estates’ “Deed Restrictions and
Covenants.” This includes structures to existing Black River Estates
properties/homes, i. e. fences, swimming pools, sheds, walls, porches, signs,
driveways, walks, storage facilities, wells, additions to existing homes or buildings,
etc. If you are considering the construction of any type structure, property owners are
asked to submit two (2) sets of plans for the review process. Note, with the exception of
new homes or major additions, formal architectural plans are not required. Plans may
