This is the committee’s second monthly posting to the Web Page, we hope you find the 
information useful & informative.   If you have any questions or feel your committee 
needs to address any issue, please feel free to contact any committee member. 
 
We ask your assistance with two issues: 1)  The posting of “signs” on property and front 
yards.  Our covenants prohibit posting signs other than “Home For Sale”.   The posting of 
signs by contractors and sub-contractors while a home is under construction for the first 
time is a practice we feel is acceptable.  2)  Weed control on those homes with 
“limestone” drive-ways;  Spectracide brand sells “Weed Stop” in concentrate form which 
used with a sprayer is very effective, if you plan to control just weeds.  This product will 
not kill lawns such as Centipede, St Augustine, and alike grass.  If you have weeds and 
lawn grass growing in your limestone drive-way, another product such as Round-Up will 
kill both weeds and lawn grass.  If you use Round-Up, be careful with over spray due to 
wind blowing onto the lawn next to your drive-way, because this product kills 
everything.
